Researittelqies will drive them through a
field research activity, as an action learning pe%; to identify significant stories an
map them according to the existing policies, in§tihs and processes. Resear
activities and outputs will be included in a report

A platform is available as a tool to provide assise during the action learning phase.
hosts discussion forums facilitated by studentdifigih from the previous course edition
where participants discuss the plans, activitiesrasults of their research activity.

Follow-up phase at MAIB
Mid May - June

During this phase workshop activities will be orgad where participants will present
and discuss, through the facilitation of expeftg, tesults achieved during the research
process in the home countries. Lessons learnedbeilprepared as a final workshop
output. Additionally, there will be training sessfto introduce a perspective on rural
development that goes beyond agriculture and l@bKisvelihood diversification, cross-
sectoral linkages, territorial specificities, puabtivil-private partnerships, and linkages
between urban and rural areas, as a way to enscueeslivelihoods to smallholders and
poor people and promote local development processes

activities and findings related to the home coumé&search. At the end of the follow-up phase, yarticipants will present and
discuss their research reports in front of an expenel.
